USA TODAY/GALLUP POLL 

Conducted 07/17/09 – 07/19/09; surveyed 1,006 adults; margin of error +/-3 percent 

 

• In this study, 21 percent of those surveyed think abortion should be legal under any 

circumstances while 57 percent think abortion should be legal only under certain 

circumstances. 

 

 

THE HARRIS POLL 

Conducted 07/07/09 – 07/14/09; surveyed 1,010 adults 

 

• According to 76 percent of those who participated in this study, women who want to 

have an abortion should be permitted to obtain the service. 

 

 

ABC NEWS/WASHINGTON POST POLL 

Conducted 06/18/09 – 06/21/09; surveyed 1,001 adults; margin of error +/-3.5 percent 

 

• In this study, 55 percent of those surveyed think abortion should be legal in all or most 

cases. 

 

 

CBS NEWS/NEW YORK TIMES POLL 

Conducted 06/12/09 – 06/16/09; surveyed 895 adults; margin of error +/-3 percent 

 

• In this study, 64 percent of those surveyed do not want the Supreme Court to overturn 

Roe v. Wade. 

 

 

CNN/OPINION RESEARCH CORPORATION POLL 

Conducted 05/12/09 – 05/17/09; surveyed 1,010 adults; margin of error +/-3 percent 

 

• In this study, 68 percent of those surveyed do not want the Supreme Court to overturn 

Roe v. Wade. 
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
